This collection is just for leaves - don’t include brush, limbs, rocks, or other debris
with the leaves.

Please don’t place the leaves into ditch lines or gutters, or block drainage pipes. This
causes clogging of rainwater runoff channels. Also, make sure that the leaves are placed so
that they are not blocked by vehicles. The leaves cannot be removed if the crew cannot get
to them! If at all possible, avoid piling the leaves near parked cars, as the processing of the
